The Martyrs of Laylat al-Qa
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Afghanistan, that ancient land, with centuries of wars and misfortunes leaving deep
scars on its heart, had entangled the lives of its countless citizens in various
hardships. Under the shadow of these prolonged conflicts, one of the most painful
social problems was the widespread prevalence of narcotics, which had ensnared
thousands of young and old. They, who once dreamed of life, now lay in the streets
and ruins of Kabul like forgotten beings; many passed away under Pul-e-Sukhta in
Kabul province and were buried there. They were devoid of all hope and heading
towards death. But amidst this darkness, a ray of hope emerged when the Islamic
Emirate of Afghanistan came to power on August 15,2021 (24th of
Asad, 1400 Solar Hijri), and the shadow of peace spread across all of Afghanistan. A

new initiative began to rescue these impoverished people and rebuild their lives.
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Behind this initiative stood a few brave and compassionate individuals who had
deep concerns about this painful problem in their country. They decided they would
no longer remain silent and would help these impoverished people. Their first step
was to establish a health center for 2,000 people in a secluded area of Kabul, where
they could provide initial assistance and shelter to those addicted. This center was
not just a place, but the beginning of hope and a new life. They started working
with very limited resources, but with great love and determination. Every day, they
would gather individuals from various parts of the city who were lost in the
darkness of addiction, offering them primary health, food, and care services.

The staff of this health center worked with great patience and perseverance. They
understood that treating addicted individuals required not only physical but also
emotional and psychological support. Therefore, alongside treatment, they also
initiated counseling and life skills education programs. They strived to give these
individuals hope to live again as useful members of society. Initially, this work was
very difficult because many addicted people were distrustful and hopeless about
everything. But the tireless efforts and love of the staff eventually bore fruit. Soon
after, some individuals took steps towards recovery and began to think about a new
life.

The success of this initiative was not limited to Kabul alone. The stories of this
center and the transformation of those who had recovered from addiction spread
throughout the country. People praised these brave workers and their efforts. This
initiative became a symbol of hope and change across Afghanistan. Those who were
once forgotten by society had now started a new life, were studying, working, and
had become useful members of their families and community. All of this was made
possible by the small step of a few individuals who, with the power of love and
determination, spread light against the darkness.

Despite all these developments and hopes, Pakistan would periodically violate
Afghanistan's airspace and carry out attacks. Unfortunately, in the year 1405 Hijri
Shamsi, on the 27th night of the holy month of Ramadan, which was Laylat al-Qadr
(the Night of Power), such a tragic incident occurred. While all Muslims and our
recovered addicts in "Omid Hospital" were busy reciting the Holy Quran, and some
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were in I'tikaf (spiritual retreat), Pakistani air forces targeted this hospital in an
attack. This attack severely damaged the hospital building and martyred more
than 500 innocent people, all of whom were collectively buried on Badam Bagh hill
in the Sarai Shamali area of Kabul province. This incident was a great tragedy for all

of Afghanistan and opened a dark chapter in this journey of hope.

With the attack on Omid Hospital, the atmosphere of all Afghanistan was plunged
into grief and sorrow. The sanctity of the blessed Night of Qadr and the martyrdom
of innocent addicts, who had taken steps towards a new life, deeply saddened the
hearts of the people. All Afghans offered prayers for their martyrs.
Despite this tragedy, the resistance and determination of the Afghans grew even
stronger. This incident led people to unite further and work together for the
progress and stability of their country. They knew that enemies wanted to break
their spirit, but Afghans had decided not to abandon the path of hope and progress.

Following this tragedy, all Afghans, both inside and outside Afghanistan, reacted
strongly. They called this act an infidel act, contrary to all human actions, and
pledged that they would always stand behind the Islamic Emirate. If given
permission, they would, without any delay, avenge these innocent martyrs at the
cost of their lives.
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But alas, those countries that cry out for human rights only said that they condemn
this act and took no other practical action against Pakistan.
A day will come when our addicts will stand in the ranks of martyrs, and the scholars
of Pakistan will stand in the ranks of devils.
